For the better part of the last decade and a half, DJ Cruze has been bringing blistering hardcore
beats to the main stage, back room, house party, field, radio station an d in fact just about
anywhere the UK hardcore genre can be heard and enjoyed. Having established regular sets with
event brands both in the UK and abroad with America, Spain and Hungary amongst other
countries to his credit sofhearinga setiramdCeuref thawthistisran n
artist that brings old school ethics to the next generation, with a new, throbbing, rocking and
energetic enthusiasm that matches in turn the very essence of the scene he loves.
