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Exclusive Interview With KineticÊ Resident 

MC Orion  

 

When and how did you get into the scene?  

I got into the scene in early 1992 just as most people did . I was given a ñraveò tape from a 
friend of mine and had a listen , at first I didn't think much of it , I thought it was too fast  and  
there was lots going on plus there was a bloke talking all over the tunes, I didnôt get it. But 
eventually the love took over and I fell headfirst into the Rave scene and realized the 

amount of energy and skill that  was coming out of my speakers. 

The DJ I was listening to at the time was Ratty.  I havenôt got the tape anymore but that 
particular set had such an influence on my career. After that I was hooked and wanted to 
buy more and more of the sounds of that time . 

I was only 14 but I knew this scene and music was where my future lay , I had become a 
true raver.  I  used to go round to fellow raver ôs houses and just sit there listening to tapes . 

We would swap them, copy them and discuss them. 

Then in the middle of 1992 , I was given a ticket to an event which a few of my friends were 
going to. The event was One Step Beyond at Castle Donington hosted by Fantazia. I t was 
such an amazing event so, after that, whenever I could get the money together I would 

attend all the events I could.  

What made you decide to be an MC and who would you say has inspi red you?  

After finding the scene I knew I wanted to be involved within the scene and give something 
back. I  managed to scrape the cash together and bought myself a set of decks. I found that 
when I mixed , I mixed badly and I couldnôt get my head around it. I was frustrated as I j ust 
wanted to be a part of it.
